18 There is no fear in love; but perfect love casts out fear, because fear involves 
punishment, and the one who fears is not perfected in love.

14 in order that 
in Christ Jesus the blessing of Abraham might come to the Gentiles, so that we 
would receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. 29 And if you belong to 
Christ, then you are Abraham's descendants, heirs according to promise.

1 Now the LORD said to Abram, "" Go forth from your country, And from your 
relatives And from your father's house, To the land which I will show you;  
2 And I will make you a great nation, And I will bless you, And make your name 
great; And so you shall be a blessing;  
3 And I will bless those who bless you, And the one who curses you I will curse. 
And in you all the families of the earth will be blessed.''  
 
Genesis 15  
1 After these things the word of the LORD came to Abram in a vision, saying, "" 
Do not fear, Abram, I am a shield to you; Your reward shall be very great.''  
2 Abram said, ""O Lord GOD, what will You give me, since I am childless, and the 
heir of my house is Eliezer of Damascus?''  
3 And Abram said, "" Since You have given no offspring to me, one born in my 
house is my heir.''  
4 Then behold, the word of the LORD came to him, saying, ""This man will not be 
your heir; but one who will come forth from your own body, he shall be your heir.''  



5 And He took him outside and said, ""Now look toward the heavens, and count the 
stars, if you are able to count them.'' And He said to him, "" So shall your 
descendants be.''  
6 Then he believed in the LORD; and He reckoned it to him as righteousness. 
 
Genesis 17  
1 Now when Abram was ninety-nine years old, the LORD appeared to Abram and 
said to him, ""I am God Almighty; Walk before Me, and be blameless.  
2 ""I will establish My covenant between Me and you, And I will multiply you 
exceedingly.''  
3 Abram fell on his face, and God talked with him, saying,  
4 ""As for Me, behold, My covenant is with you, And you will be the father of a 
multitude of nations.  
5 ""No longer shall your name be called Abram, But your name shall be Abraham; 
For I will make you the father of a multitude of nations.  
6 ""I will make you exceedingly fruitful, and I will make nations of you, and kings 
will come forth from you.  
7 ""I will establish My covenant between Me and you and your descendants after 
you throughout their generations for an everlasting covenant, to be God to you and 
to your descendants after you. 
 
Genesis 22  
16 and said, "" By Myself I have sworn, declares the LORD, because you have 
done this thing and have not withheld your son, your only son,  
17 indeed I will greatly bless you, and I will greatly multiply your seed as the stars 
of the heavens and as the sand which is on the seashore; and your seed shall 
possess the gate of their enemies.  
18 "" In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, because you have 
obeyed My voice.'' 
 
Genesis 26  
3 ""Sojourn in this land and I will be with you and bless you, for to you and to your 
descendants I will give all these lands, and I will establish the oath which I swore 
to your father Abraham.  
4 "" I will multiply your descendants as the stars of heaven, and will give your 
descendants all these lands; and by your descendants all the nations of the earth 
shall be blessed;

These are in accordance with the working of the strength of His might 
 
Colossians 1  
9 For this reason also, since the day we heard of it, we have not ceased to pray for 
you and to ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all spiritual 
wisdom and understanding, 
 
Colossians 2  
3 in whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.  
10 and in Him you have been made complete, and He is the head over all rule and 
authority; 
 
John 14  
26 ""But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He 
will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that I said to you.

6 For the LORD gives wisdom; From His mouth come knowledge and 
understanding. 
 
Matthew 11

You have hidden these things from the wise and intelligent and have revealed them 
to infants.  
26 ""Yes, Father, for this way was well-pleasing in Your sight. 
 
James 1  
5 But if any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all generously 
and without reproach, and it will be given to him. 
 
Luke 21  
15 for I will give you utterance and wisdom which none of your 
opponents will be able to resist or refute.

His covenant. 
 
Psalm 42  
1 As the deer pants for the water brooks, So my soul pants for You, O God.  
2 My soul thirsts for God, for the living God; When shall I come and appear before 
God? 
 
Psalm 63  
1 O God, You are my God; I shall seek You earnestly; My soul thirsts for You, my 
flesh yearns for You, In a dry and weary land where there is no water.  
2 Thus I have seen You in the sanctuary, To see Your power and Your glory. 
 
Psalm 84  
1 How lovely are Your dwelling places, O LORD of hosts!  
2 My soul longed and even yearned for the courts of the LORD; My heart and my 
flesh sing for joy to the living God. 
 
Psalm 84  
10 For a day in Your courts is better than a thousand outside. I would rather stand 
at the threshold of the house of my God Than dwell in the tents of wickedness. 
 
Psalm 65

16 that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be 
strengthened with power through His Spirit in the inner man,  
17 so that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; and that you, being 
rooted and grounded in love,  
18 may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and length 
and height and depth,  
19 and to know the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge, that you may be 
filled up to all the fullness of God. 
 
Ephesians 3  
20 Now to Him who is able to do far more abundantly beyond all that we ask or 
think, according to the power that works within us, 
 
Colossians 1  
29 For this purpose also I labor, striving according to His power, which mightily 
works within me. 2

For the choir 
director; with stringed instruments, upon an eight-string lyre. A Psalm of David. 
 
Psalm 90  
17 Let the favor of the Lord our God be upon us; And confirm for us the work of 
our hands; Yes, confirm the work of our hands.  

 
Luke 2  
52 And Jesus kept increasing in wisdom and stature, and in favor with God and 
men.  
 
Proverbs 3  
3 Do not let kindness and truth leave you; Bind them around your neck, Write them 
on the tablet of your heart.  
4 So you will find favor and good repute In the sight of God and man. 
 
Proverbs 11  
27 He who diligently seeks good seeks favor, But he who seeks evil, evil will come 
to him. 



 
Proverbs 13  
15 Good understanding produces favor, But the way of the treacherous is hard. 
 
Proverbs 22  
1 A good name is to be more desired than great wealth, Favor is better than silver 
and gold. 
 
Exodus 3  
21 ""I will grant this people favor in the sight of the Egyptians; and it shall be that 
when you go, you will not go empty-handed. 
 
Proverbs 28  
23 He who rebukes a man will afterward find more favor Than he who flatters with 
the tongue. 
 
Daniel 1  
9 Now God granted Daniel favor and compassion in the sight of the commander of 
the officials, 

 
Acts 2  
47 praising God and having favor with all the people. And the Lord was adding to 
their number day by day those who were being saved.  
 
Genesis 39  
4 So Joseph found favor in his sight and became his personal servant; and he made 
him overseer over his house, and all that he owned he put in his charge. 
 
1 Samuel 2  
26 Now the boy Samuel was growing in stature and in favor both with the LORD 
and with men. 
 
 The Grace of God 
 
John 1  
16 For of His fullness we have all received, and grace upon grace. 
 
Zechariah 4  



6 Then he said to me, ""This is the word of the LORD to Zerubbabel saying, " Not 
by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,' says the LORD of hosts.  
7 "What are you, O great mountain? Before Zerubbabel you will become a plain; 
and he will bring forth the top stone with shouts of ""Grace, grace to it!''''' 

 
1 Corinthians 15  
10 But by the grace of God I am what I am, and His grace toward me did not prove 
vain; but I labored even more than all of them, yet not I, but the grace of God with 
me. 

 
2 Corinthians 9

33 And with great power the apostles were giving testimony to the resurrection of 
the Lord Jesus, and abundant grace was upon them all.

Acts 20  
32 ""And now I commend you to God and to the word of His grace, which is able 
to build you up and to give you the inheritance among all those who are sanctified. 
 
Philippians 1  
7 For it is only right for me to feel this way about you all, because I have you in my 
heart, since both in my imprisonment and in the defense and confirmation of the 
gospel, you all are partakers of grace with me. 
 
 
 



Acts 14  
3 Therefore they spent a long time there speaking boldly with reliance upon the 
Lord, who was testifying to the word of His grace, granting that signs and wonders 
be done by their hands.
